Caroline County Code Chapter 148 

 Annual Permits are valid only when                                        
displayed on the drivers side of the vehicle 
or trailer tongue within 12” of the hitch. 

 Daily permits must be hung on inside   
mirror facing windshield. 

 Landings are open from dawn to dusk. 

 Park in designated spaces only. 

 No overnight parking. 

 Do not block ramps, parked vehicles,      
public roads or private driveways. 

 No camping or open fires. 

 Obey county officials and regulation signs 
where posted. 

 Do not leave boats, trailers, equipment or 
supplies at any landing, pier, or marina. 

 All trash must be taken with you or placed in 
a trash receptacle.
